ADDITIONAL HEALTH CERTIFICATE INFORMATION FOR IMPORTATION OF ORNAMENTAL FISH INTO MALAYSIA
1. The fish originate from a country or a zone or an area or an aquaculture establishment that has been subject to an official fish health surveillance system equivalent to the relevant OIE standard and is officially recognized (by the CA of the country)
2. The fish is free from Spring viraemia of carp (SVC)*, Koi herpesvirus disease (KHV)*, Epizootic ulcerative syndrome (EUS)*, Epizootic haematopoietic necrosis (EHN)* and White spot disease (WSD)*.  

3. For goldfish, the fish must be free from Furunculosis (Aeromonas Salmonicida)* and Goldfish haematopoietic necrosis virus (GFHNV)* and there is absence of clinical signs suggestive of infection. 

4. The fish have been examined within seven days before loading and found to be healthy and free from any clinical signs of disease 

5. The fish have not been kept in water in common with koi carp or farmed foodfish (fish farmed for human consumption including recreational fishing).  
* Keep as appropriate for the susceptible species
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
